Pop-up Meeting Purpose: The purpose of the community outreach pop-up meetings (pop-
up events) was to convey information on the proposed drainage
system improvement project and solicit comments on the
proposed project from the public (see Attachment B). The
proposed Raymondville Drain Project (RDP) would construct
new storage channels, ditches and detention pond facilities and
widen select segments of existing channels and ditches to
provide flood mitigation benefits within low-lying areas of
Hidalgo and Willacy Counties. The RDP would be designed as a
modern drainage system to provide additional regional drainage
capacity in flood-prone and poorly drained areas; reduce flood-
related damage to residential, commercial, and agricultural
areas (particularly following significant rainfall or storm events);
and support economic development opportunities in urban and
rural areas within Hidalgo and Willacy Counties.

Pop-up Meeting Format: The pop-up events were conducted in a format in which
members of the public could arrive and depart at their
convenience and take informational materials with them. Each
pop-up event was held at a tent which covered tables that
displayed exhibit boards and other project information,
including handouts.

Notices: A Notice of Public Meeting was published in The Raymondville
Chronicle on July 19, 2023, The Monitor and The Mercedes
Enterprise on July 19, 2023, and in El Extra, a Spanish-language
newspaper, on July 21, 2023. The Notices were published in
English and Spanish. A second Notice of Public Meeting was
published which consisted of a flyer distributed via Facebook
and local bulletin boards.

On July 26, 2023, the flyer was made available in both English
and Spanish on the City of Raymondville's website. On July 21,
2023, it was published on the City of Edinburg's Facebook page.
On July 24 and 27, 2023, it was posted to the City of San Perlita’s
Facebook page. Additional copies of the flyer were distributed
at St. Patrick's Church in Lasara, before Saturday and Sunday
mass on July 22 and 23, 2023, and were displayed on the
church’s bulletin wall. Another copy of the flyer was posted on
the front door of the R2 Country Store in San Perlita (see
Attachment C).

Public Meeting Summary: A total of 5 pop-up events were conducted in Lasara, Edinburg,
Hargill, San Perlita, and Raymondville. The pop-up events took
place in between July 25 and July 27, 2023. A total of 29
members of the public and 2 elected officials attended the pop-
up meetings. Directional signs were placed along main roads
located near the pop-up events to aid in directing members of
the public to the pop-up event locations. Exhibit boards
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displayed at the pop-up events presented a project location
map, the project typical section, and the purpose and need.
Members of the public who attended the pop-up events were
asked to sign in (see Attachment D). Attendees were provided a
project information sheet and a pre-stamped comment/survey
form. The information sheet provided a description of the
proposed project, the purpose of and need for the project, and
instructions on how to comment on the project. The
comment/survey form asked for information from the public on
how their property is affected by flooding, how often their
property is flooded, flood damage in the area near their
property, flooding conditions along roads near their property,
and if they have flood insurance or have ever received aid after
a flooding event. Members of the public were encouraged to fill
out the comment/survey form in person or take them home and
mail them back to the RRP Consulting Engineers office in
McAllen, Texas (see Attachment E). Members of the public were
also encouraged to take additional information sheets and
comment/survey forms and distribute them amongst their
friends, family, or neighbors. Members of the RDP project
delivery team were in attendance to answer any questions or
explain project details in English or Spanish. All exhibit boards
and information sheets were available in English and Spanish.
Comment/survey forms were bilingual documents which
included text in both English and Spanish (see Attachment F).

Post-Public Meeting Events: A total of 3 comments on the RDP were received during the pop-
up events and the comment period which followed. A total of 2
comment/survey forms were completed and submitted in-
person at the pop-up events. One completed comment/survey
form expressed support for the project. The other completed
comment/survey form expressed concerns regarding the land
compensation rates and the potential relocation of wind
turbines; the commenter additionally requested a meeting with
HCDD1 and environmental regulatory agencies. During the
initial 21-day comment period which followed the first pop-up
event in Lasara, 1 comment was written on the City of San
Perlita’s Facebook post which displayed the flyer; the comment
expressed support for the project. The comment period was
extended from Tuesday, August 15 to Friday, August 18 to allow
the public a greater opportunity to provide feedback; however,
following the pop-up events, no additional comments or
comment/survey forms were received via mail or email.

They turned east on the

county road and could see the
vehicle continuing to swing a
spotlight from side to side
about 100 yards in front of
them.
